I generally refrain from recommending a specific mover and instead prefer to recommend several as noted above.  All have their strengths and weaknesses and I believe if you interview a few on the phone first, and then in person when they come to do an estimate for your move, you’ll find the organization and individuals who you feel most comfortable with.

One important question to ask.  Is the individual who is giving you the estimate and selling you on the service also the same person who will be involved in the move?  In most cases, the answer will be no.  So don’t become enamored with the individual who sells you the service.  You probably won’t see him or her again.  Look at what they offer, are they bonded and insured, are their trucks clean, do they use ample pads to wrap furniture?  Those are the important questions to ask.
